Television recycling is not a free service in Cuyahoga County.  County-sponsored collection 
events are not held for televisions, and they cannot be included with your municipality’s free 
computer recycling program.  While there is no law against putting your television in the 
regular rubbish, the following local companies will recycle your television for a fee:
